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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate the motivation factors of student on
studying a Bachelor Degree: A Case Study of Faculty of Business Administration
Rajamangala University of Technology Thanyaburi. The sample was obtained through the
354 students. Questionnaires were a research tool in order to collect data. Percentages,
arithmetic mean, Standard Deviation, t-test;, ANOVA, Scheffe analysis were employed to

analyze the data using SPSS Windows software.

The result revealed that the factor affecting for student’s motivation on studying a
Bachelor Degree were the high level score which is the courses offered and labor market
demand, the next importance factors are social need and the courses offered and students

demand. The affecting factors can be categorized as follows.

Attitudes, the most important factor of student’s motivation factors are the high level

score which is social need.

facilities, the most important factor of student’s motivation factors is the high level
p

which is the comfortable accommodation.

Education, the most important factor of student’s motivation factors are the high

level which is the courses offered and labor market demand.

Expense, the most important factor of student’s motivation factors is the high level
pe po

which is the tuition fee.

The data analysis of the comparison between the motivations factors of student on

studying a Bachelor Degree with the general background of samples were the following.

By gender, were categorized into 4 items, namely, traveling period, courses offered

and labor market demand, teaching materials, and other expenses.

By domicile, were categorized into 3 items, namely, university’s reputation,

convenient for traveling, and university’s environment.

By age, were categorized into 2 items, namely, university’s reputation, and teacher

competencies.



By education, qualifications were categorized into 4 items, namely, university’s
reputation, university’s environment, Master degree program offered, and teacher

competencies.

There were no statistically significant differences in accommodation and income.
There were statistically significant related in the positive direction at .05 level in this

research.
