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ABSTACTS

This research aimed to study and compare RMUTT students’ opinions on 19
aspects of ethics. The population consisted of 400 students out of a simple random
sampling technique. The data obtained from the rating scale questions were analysed
using percentage, mean, standard deviation T-Test, and one-way analysis of variance
ANOVA. SPSS for Windows was used for statistical analysis.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. As a whole, the students strongly agreed on the aspect of self-respect; they
agreed on the aspects of honesty, diligence, mercy, sacrifice, responsibility, gratitude,
economy, sufficiency, apperception, discipline, justice, endurance, respect for others,
unselfishness, modesty, and ethical bravery; and they neither agreed nor disagreed on
the aspect of unity.

2. The opinions on discipline of the students with different genders were
statistically significantly different at 0.05. Their opinions on the other aspects, however,
were not statistically significantly different.

3. The opinions on economy of the students with different ages were statistically
significantly different at 0.05. Their opinions on the other aspects, however, were not
statistically significantly different.

4. The students from different fields of study had different opinions on
reasoning, honesty, diligence, mercy, unity, responsibility, gratitude, economy, justice,
and unselfishness. Their opinions on the other aspects, however, were not statistically
significantly different.

5. The opinions on the aspects of mercy, sacrifice, unity, gratitude, economy,
justice, modesty, ethical bravery, and self-respect of the students from different years of
study were statistically significantly different at 0.05. Their opinions on the other
aspects, however, were not statistically significantly different.

6.In case of parents’ different occupations, the students’' opinions on
the aspects of reasoning, mercy, sacrifice, unity, responsibility, and gratitude were
statistically significantly different at 0.05. Their opinions on the other aspects, however,

were not statistically significantly different.
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
