Influencing Durian Export to People’s Republic of China
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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to study the relationship between internal and external
factors influencing durian export to People’s Republic of China. The data were collected by using
the secondary data, i.e. the annual report on durian export from 2006-2015. The EViews program
with Multiple Regression and Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) were used for data analysis.

Results showed that the factors in this model could explain 90.21% of changes in durian
export. The most influential was China’s GDP followed by F.O.B., Thai durian, Thai durian
production, currency exchange rate, and China’s durian import value.

Furthermore, practical issues drawn from this study for the government and policy
makers to consider in order to maintain and enhance Thailand’s performance in its number one
world’s durian exporter were presented: economic structural reform of agricultural sector,
restructuring the marketing, seeking new markets, increasing demand, and adding value to products.
