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Development of Professional Animal Ethics: A Case Study - Using Animal Ethics

and Welfare to Improve Attitude Towards Animals of Animal Science Students
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ABSTRACT

The aim of the research is to investigate the use of animal ethics and welfare curriculum to
improve attitudes toward animals and the awareness in animal ethics and welfare of Animal Science
students in six public universities. The tools used were and 4 attitude scale surveys; Ethical Position
Questionnaire (EPQ), Animal Mental Survey (AMS), Attitude Towards Treatment of Animal
(ATT) and Attitude Towards Animal Scale (AAS). Demographic information such as age, gender,
occupation of parents, number of pets, geographic region of origin (rural or urban area) and
religious affiliation were also collected from 160 students from 4 Rajamangala University of

Technology and 2 other public universities
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
