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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to study the push and pull factors affecting
tourism of Thai tourists in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province.

The samples were 400 Thai tourists who travelled in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya
Province, and the questionnaire was used as the instrument for data collection. Statistics used for
data analysis included percentage, mean, frequency, standard deviation, Independent Samples t-test,
One-way ANOVA, and Pearson Correlation Coefficient.

The results of the independent study revealed that the majority of Thai tourists were
female having ages between 31-40 years old with single status and obtained a bachelor’s degree.
Most of them were employees of private companies with the average monthly income of 10,001-
20,000 Baht, and their hometown was in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province. Push factors are the
results showed that the means of the need for relaxing and escaping, the need for enhancing
knowledge and studying culture, the need for increasing the relationship with family and friends,
and the need for exploring novelty in the push factors had the mean of 4.32, 4.15, 4.12, and 4.06,
respectively. Meanwhile pull factors are facilities and services, security and worthiness, uniqueness,
and local people in the pull factors had the mean of 4.36, 4.32, 4.30, and 4.29, respectively. In
addition, the tourists who had different gender, age, marital status, and hometown significantly had
different opinions on the push factors whereas the tourists who had different age, marital status, and
hometown significantly had different opinions on the pull factors at a significance level of 0.05.
Finally, the push factors were directly related to the pull factors at correlation coefficient is 0.701

and a relatively high level.
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
